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The Backstory:
Same home—two different clients! I renovated and 
designed the living room and foyer (facing page), then 
my clients moved, and the new homeowners liked 
my design so much they asked me to finish the main 
bedroom (this page).

The Result:
The living room is a study in understated elegance with 
face-to-face sofas flanking the marble fireplace. The 
style is elevated by the judicious use of reflective  
surfaces. The foyer is now redefined as a beautiful, 
useable space instead of just being a pass-through. 
Twenty-four-inch honed travertine stone tile visually 
connects the spaces. The husband and wife’s juxtapos-
ing styles (he likes modern clean lines; she likes  
romantic with an edge) make the bedroom design 
unique and exciting. Although I don’t consider myself 
a theme designer, this one lends itself to “Fairytale 
Romance with a Rock ‘n’ Roll Edge.”
